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Delphine has now travelled for more than a hundred trips in the polar regions, being a scientist at a station then a marine biologist and ornithologist lecturer, a zodiac driver and an expedition leader on board various ships.

With a B.S. and M.S. degree in biology and ecology, Delphine's research experiences range from studying harbor seals and puffins on Atlantic islands, to orcas and albatrosses in the Southern Ocean. In 1996 Delphine was selected by the French Polar Institute for a position as a wildlife biologist on remote sub-Antarctic Crozet Islands. « A year and a half living with just a few people and several millions of wild animals in one of the most pristine environment on Earth changes your perspectives in life! » And it led her to seek out other opportunities than research for staying out in the field and sharing her love and knowledge of the polar regions with others.

Delphine has since been boarding some of the most powerful icebreakers as well as smaller expedition vessels offering adventure options like scuba diving and kayaking in the polar seas. Her Arctic travels include the Canadian and Russian Arctic, part of Alaska, Iceland, Greenland, Svalbard and the North Pole. In the Southern Ocean she has regularly traveled along the Antarctic Peninsula, South Georgia, the Orkney and the Falkland Islands, and visited other parts of Antarctica like the Weddell sea and the Ross sea areas, as well as some remote islands, being the South Sandwich, Peter the First and all of French, New Zealand and Australian sub-Antarctic islands.

When she is not aboard ships, Delphine lives in France, where she works as a freelance photographer and writer for press and TV.
